The concept has
been extended to
ensure equality of
individuals belonging
to minority groups.
For example, some
school boards in
Canada and the
United States have
been required by
courts to exempt
Sikh boys wearing
the kirpan from
regulations
prohibiting the
wearing of weapons.
The general
application of the rule
would have infringed
on the boys’ right to
freely exercise their
religious freedom.

The power of the
Unites States President to veto
legislation passed by the
American Congress, and the
power of the same Congress to
alter the composition and
jurisdiction of the federal courts
are examples of checks and
balances.

Conflict transformation is an
approach to the resolution of
conflicts which is based on
the transformation of the
relationships and social
structures that support the
continuation of conflict. As
opposed to conflict resolution,
the primary objective of
conflict transformation is not
to find immediate solutions to
the conflict, but rather to alter
through different initiatives
the personal relationships and
group perceptions that sustain
it and condition its nature.
Rather than viewing conflict
as a threat (as conflict
resolution does), the
transformative view thus
believes that conflict can act
as a motor for change by
providing the opportunity for
greater mutual understanding.

A federation is a political union
comprising a number of partially
self-governing units (often called
states or provinces) united by a
central (federal) government
responsible for common
interests. In a federation, the
fields of competence of the
component units and the central
government are typically set out
in a constitution and cannot be
abolished or modified by a
unilateral decision of the central
government. The component
units of a federation usually do
not possess powers in relation to
foreign policy and do not enjoy
independent status under
international law.
The central
government in a federation, as
opposed to the one in a
confederation, is not subordinate
to the component units and its
members are directly elected by
the people rather than being
appointed by the
component units.
Federation is also used to
describe  the formal
constitutional structure of states
having these (federal)
characteristics.

In the context of federalism,
fiscal equalisation means the
use of grants to equalise fiscal
performance at a common rate
of tax. Fiscal equalisation
implies transfers from lower
level jurisdictions (states or
provinces) with high per capita
income and low per capita
needs to those of opposite
characteristics. Fiscal
equalisation can also occur via
transfers from the federal
government to the provincial or
state governments for the
purposes of offsetting
differences in revenue or the
cost of providing services at the
provincial or state level. Fiscal
equalisation can also mean the
equal fiscal treatment of
individuals in the same position
across the constituent units of
the federation.

On equality grounds,
government institutions
are often imposed a
legal obligation to
guarantee ‘meaningful
access’ to their
programmes and
services. This obligation
means that
governmental
programmes, services
and activities should be
developed taking into
account the particular
needs of individuals with
disabilities or limitations
(like in communicating
effectively in the official
language). Meaningful
access thus imposes a
positive obligation (as
opposed to a negative
obligation of non-
discrimination) to take
all the appropriate
measures to ensure that
all individuals, regardless
of physical disability,
language, or cultural
background can
effectively access and
participate in
government institutions.
The obligation is often
imposed on private
agencies and institutions
receiving governmental
funding.
Cultural
minorities often invoke
the concept against
governmental agencies
so to have cultural
barriers to their
effective participation
eliminated.

In a presidential system of
government, the executive (in
the individual person of the
President) is elected directly by
citizens for a fixed period of
time and the source of its
powers is the Constitution. The
executive is accountable to the
public, not the legislature, and
can only be brought down
through the legal process of
impeachment. Thus a
presidential government is a
system of government
characterised by the principle of
the separation of powers. In
addition to this organic
separation of powers, there is
also functional separation of
powers, e.g. the president may
not have the ability to legislate
directly or introduce bills.

Sovereignty is the exclusive
right of the government of
a state to exercise supreme
political (e.g. legislative,
judicial, and executive)
authority over its territory
and inhabitants. The Sri
Lankan constitution
recognises that sovereignty
lies in the People, and the
powers of the legislative,
executive and the judiciary
emanate from the People.
The effective exercise of
this right is made possible
by a government monopoly
of the means of coercion
(police and army powers).
The absolutist character of
the concept of sovereignty
has raised issues in federal
states. It is now generally
accepted that
sovereignty can be divided
in a single state between
two or more levels of
government.   The notion
of divisible sovereignty has
led to the use of the words
competence or
jurisdiction.
In international law,
the concept of
sovereignty also
pertains to a
government possessing full
control over its own affairs
within a
territorial or
geographical area or limit.
